1 General comments that the project would support the community and revitalise the area
(35 comments).

9 Support for the project with some suggestions and thoughts to consider as part of the
potential development e.g. fencing, steepness of the terrain, cycle trail links, BBQ, play
area, use of natives (9 comments).

1 Other comments included spreading the cost across generations and that this project
is not Councilbés core business.

50/50 reserves/loan funding (17 comments)

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1 Submitters provided suggestions for the facility including locating the Hub where the
rugby clubrooms are currently, continue to maintain other local community hubs i.e.
Ophir and include meeting rooms (8 comments).

There were few comments about the other options, and no general themes are apparent.
Other issues raised in the submissions

Submitters had the opportunity to provide other comments on the key proposals or the content
of the consultation document. Fifty-four comments were received relating to Vincent Ward. The
following is a summary of the key themes coming through in the comments:

1 Twenty-one comments opposed the proposed change in fees and charges for
Alexandra Pool.

1 Sixteen comments were in support of establishing a multi-sport playing surface in
Alexandra with the primary focus being on hockey but to expand its use for the benefit
of other sporting codes and the wider community. One of these comments included
options for Council to consider funding support.

Seven comments mentioned the need to revitalise the Alexandra town centre.

Three comments mentioned the need for better public facilities for feeding and
changing babies in Alexandra, and suggestions for improvement of and seeking
financial support for the extension of the existing junior playground at Pioneer Park in
Alexandra.
